*To expose biases, stereotypes, and policies that 

can restrict achievement.

* To ensure that content is fair, accurate, and 

inclusive.

* To accommodate for diverse teaching and 

learning styles of teachers and students.

* To help students, faculty, and staff become 

advocates for multicultural awareness.
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How Can We teach Inclusively? 

ÅBe intentional about creating a safe learning 

environment by utilizing ground rules.

ÅBe proactive in connecting with and learning about our 

students.

ÅUtilize a variety of teaching strategies, activities, and 

assignments that will accommodate the needs of all 

students.

ÅUse universal design principles to create accessible 

classes.

ÅUse flexible assessments.



*Any course contents must present inter -cultural 

perspectives to diverse learners.

*Diverse learners should be able to share their 

experiences into discussion.



*Co-teaching/Interactive teaching 

accommodates the needs of students with 

different but complementary objectives.

General teacher focuses on subject contents , 

and special education teacher focuses on 

learning strategies & social skills .

Diversity : 

Variety or heterogeneity; in populations , 

variety based on cultural , ethnic , racial, 

linguistic, and religious differences and 

disabilities among others.



Challenges:

*To provide all learners with equal 

educational opportunities.

*To broaden repertoire of teaching 

strategies to meet the needs and 

strengths of students from a diverse 

backgrounds and cultures.



Teaching Diversity :

The ways in which we teach these 

diverse students exert a powerful 

influence on their linguistic, social, 

cognitive, and general educational 

development.



Pay attention to individual 

student differences becomes a 

basis for developing effective 

instructional techniques



By educating students through music and 

social justice, the important values of 

community, fairness, tolerance, 

cooperation, and respect will develop our 

students into highly educated young people 

who lead from the heart as well as the 

mind.

*Teacher collaboration and differentiation of 

instructional methods, 

*Teaching practices:

*Take the same general approach, described as 

an assimilationist approach to diversity, to 

achieving their inclusion goals. 

* Inclusion involved the downplaying of the 

differences between the diverse students.
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*Effective instructions acknowledge 

students' gender differences and 

reaffirms their cultural, ethnic, and 

linguistic heritages .

*Many effective instructional approaches 

build on students' backgrounds to further 

the development of their abilities. 
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Research suggests:

*The use of effective instructional practices 

as demonstrated by research will critically 

improve achievement for all children, 

including those who are not minorities or 

children of poverty.

* The implementation of research -based 

strategies that recognize the benefits of 

diversity can build a better future for all of 

us.

The placement of students with disabilities in 

general education classrooms is the only one 

factor among many necessary to foster academic 

success for this diverse group of students.



In Working with disabilities, the most serious 

barriers are attitudinal rather than physical.
